1¢ would be my recommendation that an Admindistraton be appoinied
as soon as podsible and that, once that took place, thene foliow
immediate teamination of Father Foany as Associate Paston with
instructions §on Father to contact the Personnel Office Lo
obtain another assignment. ALL of this is necommended for the
pastoral good of the faithful of Si.
